Q 1. In light of the budget crisis, what options would you support to increase revenue
and/or decrease expenditures in your department or in the county overall?

| would support a more conservative forecast of the future revenues coupled with further
analysis of departmental budgets for redundancy and waste. | believe this year's budget crisis
was caused mainly by inaccurate revenue projections, due to additional unanticipated declines
to the economy. As grim as projections may appear, revenue estimations must not be overly
optimistic or we would experience another midyear budget drama.

Q 2. What do you see as the #1 challenge in Kane County and what do you propose to do
about it?

| believe the primary challenge facing the county is maintaining a high level of necessary services during
this economic downturn. We have already experienced two years of this decline, and private sector
growth is almost nonexistent. We need to make Kane County as business friendly as possible, and NOT
grow government. The critical services (public safety, public health, schools and our roads) must remain
fully funded to provide for our current or future residents.

Q 3. What expertise do you bring to the office?

In a year when so much time and effort was spent on understanding the budget, my background (both
education and business experience) has made me comfortable with budgets. | thoroughly understand
accounting principles and concepts and am capable of scrutinizing financial statements and budgets. |
will be able to ask the right questions to further analyze the information for reasonability. | can see the
big picture and not get lost in the process.
